
We need water for our future. 
Fannin County will undergo some great changes in th e coming years as the 

population increases as projected. Fannin County’s current population of 35,000 

is expected to grow to 83,000 within 50 years. Alon g with new roads, homes and 

schools, our region will also need additional water  supply and development to 

sustain this growth. The North Texas Municipal Wate r District (NTMWD) has built 

a 6 MGD state-of-the-art water treatment plant to s erve the City of Bonham in 

anticipation of expanding water service to addition al areas in Fannin County. 

 

Within 50 years, the region served by NTMWD, which includes Fannin County, 

will be home to about 3.5 million people, more than  doubling the current 

population. NTMWD supplied 256 million gallons of w ater daily in 2008 to the 

region served. In anticipation of the impending gro wth, the NTMWD is pursuing 

several strategies to help water supplies keep pace  with the region’s population. 

Water conservation efforts and expansion of the wat er reuse programs are 

already underway, but additional sources are still needed to meet rising demand. 

The Lower Bois d’Arc Creek Reservoir (Reservoir) is  one of these new sources. 

The Reservoir has     purposes: 
· Provide water for Fannin County 

· Supplement supply for other NTMWD Member Cities and Customers 

· Provide recreational opportunities like boating, fishing and camping 
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also supplies drinking water  

to the City of Bonham in 

Fannin County. 
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Anticipated Project Schedule  
Construction of the Reservoir is tentatively schedu led for completion by 2017. By 

2020, the regional water demand will have increased  to 431 million gallons per day  

for the NTMWD service area. To meet this demand, pl anning must move forward now. 

 

The permitting process is very thorough and lengthy , requiring detailed studies for 

environmental impacts, stream flow impacts, legal i ssues and other considerations.  

 

NTMWD will plan, finance, build and operate the Res ervoir coordinating with local, 

state and federal authorities, including the City o f Bonham, Fannin County, Texas 

Water Development Board, Texas Commission on Enviro nmental Quality, Texas 

Parks and Wildlife and the U.S. Army Corps of Engin eers, among others. Although 

land acquisition, permitting, funding, environmenta l impacts and mitigation will 

conform to the standards and guidelines set by thes e organizations, NTMWD will 

solely own and operate the Reservoir. 

The Reservoir Will Benefit the Region’s 
Economic Growth and Outlook 
Based on an independent analysis using preliminary cost estimates, the Reservoir 

will provide substantial economic benefits for Fann in County.*  

 

· Construction of the dam and intake pump station wil l increase economic activity 

in Fannin County by at least $300 million over the construction period supporting 

over 1,600 person-years of employment (a person-yea r is the equivalent of full-

time employment for one person for one year) and pa ying more than $54 million 

in salaries, wages, and benefits. 

· Once the Reservoir is impounded, new recreational s pending will arrive in 

Fannin County as visitors come to fish, boat, and p articipate in other water-

recreation activities. These visitors will bring $1 6 million to $21 million in new 

annual spending to the local economy. 

· No tax revenues will be used to construct the Reser voir. NTMWD will fund the 

construction through water sales. The estimated cos t for the Reservoir is $533 

million (2006 dollars).
