the pioneering spirit that motivated those early leaders to venture into new and
challenging areas of service and mutual problem-solving remains as strong today
as it was when they banded together some 48 years ago to form the Tri-County
Lavon Reservoir Association.

The accomplishments over the past four decades of the uniquely crafted en-
tity that grew out of that association to become today’s NTMWD go far beyond
providing essential day-to-day services at an affordable cost to dozens of mem-
ber and customer communities. As it has performed these vital functions, the
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
