WHEREAS, North Texas Municipal Water District {(the "Dis-
trict"), a conservation and reclamation district created under
Article 16, Section 59, of the Texas Constitution, pursuant to
Chapter 62, Acts of the Regular Session of the 52nd Legisla-
ture, 1951, as amended, originally codified as Vernon'’s Article
8280-141 (the "District Act"), operates a regional water supply
system, and was designated by the State of Texas to be a
regional agency to provide and develop a regional system for
wastewater treatment in the general area of the East Fork of
the Trinity River 1lying in collin, Dallas, Kaufman, and
Rockwall Counties; and

WHEREAS, the District has established and operates and
maintains a separate Regional Solid Waste Disposal System (the
"System") for the purpose of providing facilities to receive,
transport, treat, and dispose of solid waste, including partic-
ularly garbage, in the general area of the East Fork of the
Trinity River; and

WHEREAS, the System is designed and intended to aid in the
control of water pollution, and in protecting, improving, and

enhancing the water quality of the East Fork of the Trinity



River and the water supplies impounded therein, and to protect
the health of the inhabitants of said area; and

WHEREAS, each of the Cities of Richardson ("Richardson")
in Dallas and Collin Counties, and Plano ("Plano") in Collin
County (collectively the "Initial Member Cities"), presently
owns, operates, and maintains its respective solid waste
disposal system for collecting and transporting its solid
waste, including particularly garbage; and

WHEREAS, the District and the Initial Member Cities have
entered into the "Trinity East Fork Regional Solid Waste
Disposal System Contract", dated as of November 29, 1979, with
respect to the System (the "Base Contract"), pursuant to which
the District is obligated to provide the services and facili-
ties of the System to dispose of the solid waste of the Initial
Member Cities; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Base Contract the District has
issued and delivered the North Texas Municipal Water District
Regional Solid waste Disposal System Revenue Bonds, Series
1980-A, dated as of June 1, 1980, in the original principal
amount of $6,200,000 (the "Series 1980-A Bonds") and the North
Texas Municipal Water District Regional Solid Waste Disposal
System Revenue Bonds, Series 1985, dated as of November 1,
1985, in the original principal amount of $7,000,000 (the
"Series 1985 Bonds") to acquire and construct the initial

phases of the System; and



WHEREAS, the Base Contract makes provision for other
cities to become Additional Member Cities of the System with
substantially the same rights and obligations as each of the
Initial Member Cities with respect to the System, upon the
execution of a contract similar to the Base Contract; and

WHEREAS, the City of allen, in Collin County, Texas
("Allen"), has, in accordance with the Base Contract, submitted
a formal request to become an Additional Member City with
respect to the System, has complied with all other requirements
of the Base Contract, and all other conditions prerequisite to
the execution of this Trinity East Fork Regional Solid Waste
Disposal System City of Allen Supplemental Contract (the "Allen
Supplemental Contract") have been met; and

WHEREAS, upon the execution of this Contract Allen will
become an Additional Member City of the System and thus a
Member City of the System, in accordance with the requirements
of the Base Contract; and

WHEREAS, Allen does not have any Local Solid Waste Facili-
ties, as defined in the Base Contract, which are to be ac-
quired, operated, used, or improved by the District as part of
the System; and

WHEREAS, the existing facilities of the System are deemed
to be adequate to serve the present needs of Allen under this
Allen Supplemental Contract, and no new and additional facili-

ties of the System are to be provided and/or designated by the



District to serve Allen because of this Allen Supplemental

Contract; and

WHEREAS, the District and Allen are authorized to make and
enter into this contract under the District Act, the Regional
Waste Disposal Act, codified as Chapter 30 of the Texas Water
Code, Vernon’s Ann. Tex. Civ. St. Articles 4477-7c¢c and 4477-8,

and other applicable laws: and
WHEREAS, the parties hereto recognize these facts:

(a) That the District will use the payments to be
received under this and similar contracts for
the payment of Operation and Maintenance Ex-~
penses of the System and for the payment of the
principal of, redemption premium, if any, and
interest on its Bonds, and to establish and
maintain debt service reserves and other funds
if and as provided in any Bond Resolution; and
that the revenues under such contracts will be
Pledged to such purposes; and

(b) That contracts similar to this instrument may
be executed between the District and Additional
Member Cities; and

(c) That District will issue Bonds from time to time

in the future to acquire, construct, extend, en-

large, improve, and/or repair the System as required;
and

WHEREAS, this Allen Supplemental Contract substantially
restates the essential provisions of the Base Contract and is
structured similar thereto to the fullest extent applicable and
practicable, but with such additions and changes that are
necessary to meet the actual circumstances, with the effect
that Allen hereby substantially adopts the provisions of the

Base Contract, as supplemented and necessarily changed by this

Contract.



NOW, THEREFORE, the District and Allen hereby contract and

agree as follows:

ARTICIE I

DEFINITIONS

Section 1.01. DEFINITION OF TERMS. In addition to the

definitions stated in the preamble hereof, the terms and

expressions as used in this contract, unless the context

clearly shows otherwise, shall have the following meanings:

"Additional Member City" or "Additional Member
Cities" means any city or cities in addition to
Richardson, Plano, and Allen with which the District
makes a contract for receiving, transporting, treat-

ing, and/or disposing of Solid Waste through the
System.

"Adjusted Annual Payment" means the Annual Payment,
as adjusted in accordance with Section 5.03 of this
contract during or after each Fiscal Year.

"Annual Payment" means the amount of money estimated
as provided in Section 5.03 of this contract to be
paid to District by Member Cities as their propor-
tionate share of the Annual Requirement.

"Annual Requirement" means the total amount of money
required for District to pay all Operation and
Maintenance Expense of the System and to pay the
principal of, redemption premium, if any, and inter-
est on its Bonds, and to pay any amounts required to
be deposited in any special or reserve funds, includ-
ing a debt service reserve fund and a repair and
replacement fund, as required to be established
and/or maintained by the provisions of any Bond
Resolution.

"Bond Resolution" means any resolution of the Board
of Directors of the District authorizing the issuance
of Bonds and providing for their security and pay-
ment, as such resolution(s) may be amended from time
to time as therein permitted.
