Leading-Edge Reuse Strategies
• Frisco:

– Reuse in place since 2005
– Capacity will double to 10 MGD (in four years) 
– Reuse pipe being placed in medians to 

capitalize on future expansion
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• Fort Worth: 
– Reuse program since 1998
– New plan to increase capacity to 10 MGD
– Includes nine miles of new water main from 

wastewater treatment plant to DFW Airport  
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
