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Designation of Unique Reservoir Sites:
Landowner Impact

 Landowner can’t enter
INto easement or title
agreement that could
Impede construction

After land acquired,
former owner can
lease property for
agricultural use until
construction begins
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Lessening the Impact of Mitigation

« Water providers will pursue alternative
mitigation sites subject to regulatory approval

« Water providers, if allowed, will contract with
property owners outside of the reservoir site
to obtain an easement instead of fee simple
title
