La instalación de la estación de transferencia existente consistirá en un edificio de paredes 
basculantes de hormigón prefabricado.  Se propone un nuevo túnel de carga de subsuelo para 
facilitar el traslado de los residuos. Materiales de desperdicios se descarga en el piso dentro del 
edificio, luego se descargan desde arriba en los remolques de trasferencia estacionados en el 
túnel subsuelo y se transportan a un vertedero del área. 

Todo el procesamiento y almacenamiento de desperdicios (excepto por los electrodomésticos/ 
metales y llantas) ocurrirá dentro del edificio. El almacenamiento de desperdicios no excederá 72 
horas y tendrá un promedio de 24 horas.
